ClIr Reid requested that the council monitor the expenditure
for the cricket pitch. Several questions were raised due to the ongoing costs and the length of
time it would take to complete the project.

Resolved. The council approved the motion by a majority of 4 with 1 abstention.
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Administration:

8.a For the council to discuss and agree upon a course of action to enable allocated
$106 monies to be used to meet the needs of Dishforth residents (Clir Sturzaker)

The council discussed the item in detail. The council agreed to defer the item until the 28™ of
May’s meeting. Clir Sturzaker requested the clerk to circulate the information to all the
members before the meeting.

8.b To discuss and agree on the format of the meeting on 14 May 2024 with the Police
regarding the Horse and Trap racing (Clir Sturzaker)

The council discussed the item. ClIr Sturzaker suggested the format should be a Parish
Council meeting as the Police believe they are attending a PC meeting and by having a PC
meeting there would be structure to the event. Clir Reid suggested having a Village meeting
so that more parishioners had the opportunity to speak.

Resolved. The council approved the format to be a PC meeting with the Standing Orders to be
suspended allowing more parishioners to speak. Each parishioner will be allowed to speak for
upto 5 minutes and there will only be one item on the agenda. Parish Clerk to organise the
poster.

8.c For the Parish Council to discuss and agree from the supporting paper attached, the
basis for the lease and instruct the nominated solicitor to draw up the lease (Clir
Sturzaker)

The Council discussed the item and the suggested amendments.

Resolved The council approved the motion. See below the detailed motion

Roger Taylor of WellersLaw Group is engaged to draw up a 1-year lease at a peppercorn rent
of £10 per annum for the Sports Pavilion and all the land designated as the Sports Field (to
include the football pitch, cricket wicket, tennis courts, bowling green and garages) between
Dishforth Parish Council as landowners and Dishforth Bowls Club as lessees.

The lease will include the right to a rolling 3-year lease for Dishforth Bowls Club land and
buildings at £10 per annum at the end of the 1-year temporary lease period

DPC would maintain and manage the Pavilion and the land during the 1 year temporary lease
period.

In the event that Dishforth Bowls Club demonstrated to be likely to become within a 12-month
period, insolvent, Dishforth Parish Council shall be entitled to terminate the 3-year lease at the
end of the current year or sooner by mutual agreement.

Dishforth Bowls Club would pay the metred electricity and water costs incurred by them in
their buildings and land from the date of the 1-year lease.

No payment would be owed to Dishforth Parish Council for 2023/4

The cost of the outdoor toilet refurbishment would be shared equally by the Bowls Club and
DPC

This temporary lease is intended to enable a new charitable organisation to lease and manage
the Playing Fields/Pavilion area excluding the Bowls Club at the end of the 1 year temporary
lease.

At any time after the expiry of the first 3-year rolling lease, should the Bowls Club wish to join
the new charitable organisation they may do so by giving immediate notice to Dishforth Parish
Council.

8.d For the council to consider suspending Financial Regulations Item 7 Payment of
Salaries and any other relevant sections that may be applicable to enable the clerk to
receive the signed cheque payment for the April Payslip 2024 at the extraordinary
meeting 25" of April 2024.
