The incidents have involved two individuals, the police are actively involved in addressing these issues, and the parents of the individuals have also been contacted in an effort to resolve the situation.  During the meeting, members deliberated on potential strategies to minimise the problems and considered preventative options. Councillor Sturzaker highlighted the recent correspondence received from NYC, re Community Funds, which could be accessed to fund activity-based initiatives as a means to diversify and reduce instances of anti-social behaviour. She informed the group that she has a meeting scheduled with NYC to explore these funding opportunities further.  Additional suggestions were raised, including the possibility of DCA, Youth Club, and the Parish Council working collaboratively to submit a joint bid for funding. Another proposal was to formally consider inviting the local Police Community Support Officer to attend DPC meetings.
